The Crystal Cove Alliance took itz 410 guests
on atrip back in time for its "Prohibition Pary
and Jazz onthe Beach" party Saturday night,
September 26th, atthe Crystal Cove State
Fark Histaric District in Mewpart Coast. They
transformed the heach into an exclusive
speakeasy to celebrate the Cove's unigque
histary and raise funds, later estimated at
F180,000, for their mission of restoration and
education.

CCA's President and CEO Harry Helling filled
me in on the Cove's rum-running histony
during Prohibition in the '20s and '30s when
the first cottages were heing built. "The rum
runners thought the Cove was the ideal spot
to bring liguorto shore because itwas darl,
close to & harbor and far from the city)”
Helling said. "The early Cove kids, who
scoured the beaches for bottles of alcohol
that the rum runners dumped overboard if
they thought they were being pursued, would
=ell therm for a couple of hucks "

Students from Chapman University's CAST
theater group set the tone for the party
dressed in period costumes. Seming as
official greeters, they later enticed guests to
the dance floor with their spot-on Charleston
and jitterhug dancing. The "Heidi Ho"
password led gquests through the speakeasy
door and onto the beach, where white
linened dinner tables sparkled an the sand
as the waves lapped the shore and the sun
was setting and spreading its rosy-hued rays
over the cove. Guests, many of them dressed
in period clothing, posed for photos in front of
a 1926 red liguor truck loaded with liquar
harrels and sampled the period cockiails
