944: What inspires you to continue working with this charity?
LISA WOLTER: My personal commitment is to advancing women's

health and access to health care. The Komen mission is all about
empowering people to be proactive about their health, gaining
access to quality care and discovering new ways to treat breast
cancer so that patients become survivors.

944: What initiatives should we look out for from this charity?

LW: Our community grants program provides funding for
innovative projects in the areas of breast health and breast cancer
education, outreach, screening, patient navigation and survivorship
not otherwise available to medically underserved populations in
Orange County. This year’s Community Grants Award Breakfast is
December 3.

944: What are future plans/goals for this charity?

LW: We hope to invest in even more local breast cancer awareness
and education programs, breast self-examination classes, medical
and diagnostic services for underinsured and uninsured women,
and groundbreaking cancer research. We hope to bring an end to
breast cancer forever, starting with the local community.
